PRINCIPLES GOVERNING SCHOOL CLOSURES AT CHRIST CHURCH

If the school is closed, this is a decision that will always be taken jointly by the Headteacher, Deputy Head and Chair or ViceChair of Governors.

If, at lunchtime the previous day, it looks likely that the school may have to close, a notice will be placed on the school website. A final decision will usually be made at 7am, and communicated to parents via the website and by text message.

If a decision is made to keep the school open during spells of bad weather, parents should make their own decision on whether or not it is safe to send their children in: absences would usually be authorised under these circumstances.
The school will be OPEN if:

· the premises are safe and warm, and school dinners can be catered for (the cooks can come in, and there is adequate food in the larder)

· the pavements in Wentworth/Byng Road are passable, with care

· 60% of teachers can reasonably be expected to get in

· the weather forecast does not show a significant risk of travel disruption during the school day, and particularly at peak times

the premises are safe and warm
