FURTHER DETAILS
The club will run from 9am to 3:30pm, on days when the school is closed for teaching. Any closure notices issued will specify ‘SNOW CLUB ONLY’ if the club is running.
Children attending snow club will be given a stimulating, organised and safe environment, but this will be on a child care basis not a formal teaching environment, and will be staffed as such.
Hot meals will be available as usual at lunch-time: children who normally have packed lunch may have a hot meal (chargeable at normal school rates) if they wish, or may bring a packed lunch as normal. All children may also wish to bring snacks into school – NO NUTS or KIWI FRUIT, please.
The children will spend some time outside, and should be equipped with sufficient warm clothing, both for outdoor and indoor use: SCHOOL UNIFORM IS NOT EXPECTED TO BE WORN. Please supply: 

a complete change of clothes (including underwear and socks)
boots, gloves, scarf, hat, jogging trousers and waterproof coat for playing outside

a second set of gloves, scarf, hat, coat to wear home

a pair of shoes to wear indoors
All clothing (including those worn into school) should be clearly marked with the child’s name.

As on a normal school day, children who are unwell should not attend
Any clubs or music lessons that would normally happen on that day will NOT be running: no instruments or football kits should be brought to school,  and children should not come to school before 9am, nor be collected after 3:30pm. Our staff may have difficult journeys home, and cannot stay late. If you wish, you may collect your child(ren) earlier than 3:30 – but please ensure that you come into the school building to register their departure.
Children must be accompanied into school by a responsible adult. On arrival, staff will register them, and ensure that we have all necessary contact details, clothing, etc.

As Snow Club will be running on days when it is reasonable to assume that there will be some disruption to travel, we will require TWO emergency contacts as well as your own, and one of these MUST live within walking distance of the school. If you cannot get to school, you MUST arrange for one of these contacts to collect your child(ren) from school at or before 3:30pm.
The Snow Club will be running as a good-will gesture on the part of the school.  The school retains the right to de-register any child if they or their parents do not respect this.
