WHO APPOINTS THE GOVERNORS?

We have 16 governors when the GB is at full strength. Nine of these are termed Foundation governors - appointed by the Church of England – the remaining seven are representative governors from various other sections of the school and local community:

The Vicar and headteacher are appointed ex-officio, and remain as governors while they remain in office – though either can choose not to serve as governors.

Staff and parents may only stand for re-election/appointment after their 4-year term is complete if they are still eligible (ie: they still work in the school, or have children attending).

In addition to these governors, the GB may choose to appoint Associate governors, to serve on particular committees and/or on the full GB: usually to supply expertise not otherwise available within the GB. Their terms of office will be set at the time of their appointment, and must be reviewed annually by the GB.
